2) The Vologda Kremlin was the biggest Russian 
fortress of the 15th-16th centuries. Its total area was 
46 hectars.

1) Our Kremlin had the thickest walls in comparison with 
other Russian fortresses — about 8,5 m.

3) The width of the fortress ditches (ширина крепостных 
рвов) was 65 m, the depth — more than 20 m.

4) Nowadays this architectural complex houses the Vologda 
State Museum-Preserve.
